Grammy Award winning singer/songwriter/producer Pharrell Williams has made history for being one 
of the most successful and prolific entertainers to emerge during the last decade. As part of the beat-
making duo The Neptunes with Chad Hugo and the alternative rock trio N.E.R.D. with Chad and child-
hood friend Shae Thornton, Pharrell has helped A-List pop stars sell millions of albums and even earn 
Grammy Awards for the likes of Justin Timberlake, Nelly, and Usher.  
 

There has always been a passionate connection between Pharrell and his music. When he was seven years old his family left the inner city

It was in junior high school band camp that Pharrell linked with Chad and later formed The Neptunes. Their performance in a high school

While producers are typically faceless, behind-the-scenes types, Pharrell has managed to become a star in his own right. In early 2005, 
Pharrell began working on In My Mind, his long-anticipated solo debut, an album that captures both his hip-hop and R&B personas.

In addition to these accomplishments, N.E.R.D. has released three critically acclaimed, platinum albums.  The groups first album, In Search 
Of... was released in 2001 and reached number 59 on the Billboard 200; its first single, "Lapdance", reached the top 40 of the US Billboard 
Hot Rap Tracks chart and its second single, "Rock Star" peaked at #36 on the Billboard Modern Rock Tracks chart in the Unites States. 
"Lapdance" also went top 40 in the United Kingdom and Netherlands and its music video received heavy airplay on American MTV2. Their 
second album, Fly or Die, went on sale on March 22, 2004. The album reached the top 10 in the United States, while the first single, "She 
Wants to Move", has gone top 5 in the United Kingdom, top 20 in Norway, Ireland, and Denmark, and top 40 in Australia and the Nether-
lands.

The album's title, as well 
as its content, revolves around the neurological phenomenon of synesthesia, the mixing of sensory modalities. Seeing Sounds debuted at 
number seven on the Billboard 200, selling 80,000 in its first week. It peaked in the top 20 in Australia, Canada, the Netherlands, Switzer-
land and the United Kingdom, while also charting in several other countries.  

Additionally, Pharrell has scored a number of business ventures. He designed a series of upscale sunglasses and jewelry for Louis Vuitton 
and was also the face of the brand for 2008.  He has launched the Billionaire Boys Club clothing line and Ice Cream shoe collection.    IŜΩǎ 
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also created the Ice Cream skateboard team, and collaborated with skateboard icon Tony Hawk to encourage more inner city youth to 
participate in the X-Game competitions.

Phil Ramone is one of the most respected and prolific music producers in the recording industry.   
 
With 34 Grammy nominations, 14 Grammy Awards, including a Technical Grammy for his lifetime 
of innovative contributions to the recording industry, an Emmy, and numerous honors and acco-

Ramone is a champion of music educational programs and 
serves on the boards of the National Mentoring Partnership, and the Berklee College of Music. He is a Trustee of the Songwriters Hall Of 
Fame and a member the National Recording Preservation Board of the Library of Congress. He is a also a founding member of META (The 
Music & Engineering Technology Alliance), an elite group of producers and engineers facilitating the establishment of high-quality music 
recording and delivery by uniting audio professionals, consumer electronics manufacturers, music enthusiasts and technology providers.

John Simson 

John L. Simson, Executive Director of SoundExchange, has been involved in the music industry since 
his 1971 signing with Perception Records as a singer/songwriter. His career has included a ten-year 
partnership in Studio One Artists, managing country superstar Mary Chapin Carpenter (1988-1995), 
among many others. John has practiced entertainment law since 1980, and was counsel to the firm of 
Berliner, Corcoran & Rowe from 1990 through 1999, before joining SoundExchange in 2000. John was 
one of the founders of the Washington Area Music Association and its first President (1985-1990), as 

well as serving, at various times, as President of the Washington, D.C. chapter of NARAS (Recording Academy), on the Recording Acad-
emy Board of Governors in 1997 for the Washington, D.C. chapter, and as a National Trustee of the Academy (1997-2000). John is cur-
rently an adjunct professor of Entertainment Law at American University's Washington College of Law, and taught Entertainment Law for 
two semesters at Catholic University's Columbus School of Law, and has lectured frequently on entertainment law and business.

Jon Potter 

For nearly 20 years Jon Potter has been on the bleeding edge of music and media law and legislation. 
 
Most recently Jon served for 11 years as Executive Director of the Digital Media Association (DiMA), 
an advocacy organization based in Washington, D.C. that represents the legal and policy interests of 
its member companies, including Amazon.com, Apple iTunes, YouTube and Pandora. Jon created 
DiMA and led its efforts with regard to Internet radio sound recording rights and royalties, digital 

music publishing royalties, the Grokster and Napster court battles, and a decade of Congressional hearings and legislating regarding digi-
tal music and media rights, digital rights management, content protection and interoperability, copyright piracy, ISP liability, and net 
neutrality. 
 
Prior to DiMA Jon was associated with two law firms and a consulting firm, where among other clients he represented Matsushita 
(Panasonic) with regard to the Audio Home Recording Act and Digital Millenium Copyright Act; Muzak with respect to the Digital Per-
formance Right in Sound Recordings Act and the Fairness in Musical Licensing Act; and Ecast ς the first Internet-connected digital juke-
box ς in negotiations with major record labels for its first round of groundbreaking licenses. 
 
Jon graduated from the University of Rochester in 1985 and NYU School of Law in 1988.  He has testified before Congress several times 
and is a frequent conference speaker and panelist on music and media law issues.
